Eva’s, a Caribbean kitchen in South Laguna, can be
hard to find, but it is worth the hunt. Choices include a
superb West Indies cuisine such as the jumbo shrimp
breaded with coconut and served with a mango chutney,
the pan-roasted Chilean sea bass with a tropical salsa,
and the cornmeal dredged Louisiana catfish. Reggae
and steel drum music can usually be heard during dinner.
As the menu notes, “We are on Caribbean time...”
